Welcome to Northern Counties Cricket Club, the home of cricket in Inverness. We trust you will enjoy participating in the activities of the club and will feel at home as a club member. Practice sessions are held on Monday and Thursday at the Northern Meeting Park. Junior coaching is provided on Thursdays from 18:30-20:00. Please check the website for details of when the outdoor training starts.  Matches are played on Saturdays and Sundays throughout the season.
Northern Counties CC fields two teams in the North of Scotland Cricket Association Leagues and offers its members the opportunity to partake in all four cricket competitions run under the auspices of NoSCA; League, Cup, 20/20 and Sevens.  In 2006, for the first time, NoSCA entered a Select Team in the SCU National Trophy and any club member is entitled to attend the selection trials for this squad.
Northern Counties Cricket Club is an active participant in the NoSCA competitions enjoying the opportunity to travel across the North of Scotland to play matches and, equally, hosting matches for visiting teams.  The NoSCA area covers a considerable part of Scotland extending from Huntly in the East to Ross County (Strathpeffer) in the West and from Caithness & Orkney in the North to Fort William in the South.  Fifteen clubs are registered with NoSCA with the Senior League matches ranging between Huntly and Ross County and the Reserve league matches ranging from Fochabers to Fort William. Caithness & Orkney only enter in the Reserve cup competition and play their games away.
The annual subscription for the season is £40 for seniors and £20 for under 18s. Match fees are £4 for everyone per game. Members who provide transport for away games are not required to pay match fees for those games. The age related reduction applies if you are less than 18 years old on the 1st of April of the current year.
The annual subscription helps to cover the costs of maintaining club equipment which is available for use by all club members and to cover administrative costs. We also need to ensure that the club maintains a secure financial footing which will assure the future of cricket not only for us but for future generations.
